Currently, fi ve nations: Netherlands, Belgium, Canada, Spain and 
South Africa, offer full same-sex marriage. However, most countries 

offering alternatives such as civil unions/partnerships, also recognise 
foreign unions as essentially equivalent to their own. In the UK our civil 
partnerships are legally identical to marriage, so if you wanted to get 
hitched abroad your overseas union is totally legal and withstanding in the 
UK too. Andorra, Australia (Tasmania), Belgium, Canada, Denmark, Finland, 
France, Germany, Iceland, Luxembourg, Netherlands, New Zealand, Norway, 
Spain, Sweden and the United States (California, Connecticut, Maine, 
Massachusetts, New Jersey, Vermont) all offer civil unions of some kind.

Holland made headlines in 2002 as the fi rst nation to legalise 
same-sex marriage, which makes hedonistic/historic Amsterdam, with 
its seedy/twee charm and tourist attractions galore, an ideal marriage 
destination whatever your fl avour or fetish. In the fi rst year same-sex 
marriage became legal there, 1,075 female couples tied the knot, but 
Amsterdam has recently had to work hard to see off stiff competition 
from hip cities like Barcelona and Berlin as top notch wedding spots.
